Because we cannot guarantee that space will be available, early reservations are important.  Priority will be given to Synod Commissioners.
Many of you may wish to drive to Zephyr Point.  Please try to car pool.  For your information, Zephyr Point is about 110 miles from Sacramento, and 200 miles from San Francisco (see driving instructions attachment).  

For those flying in, your plane reservations to the RENO-TAHOE AIRPORT (RNO) should be made promptly, to insure that space will be available.  Please provide complete flight information on the reservation form.
Then, take the SOUTH TAHOE EXPRESS Shuttle (go to the reservation area near Baggage), which leaves hourly.  (See attachment for the schedule).  The Shuttle will take approximately 1 hour from the Reno Airport.  Ask for The Lakeside Inn (first stop at Lake Tahoe).  During regular hours, you may call Doug at 775/588-1689, or Kate at 775/588-0840.  After 5:00 p.m. you can call 775/690-4281 (but there is no guaranty that ZP can pick you up) or take a taxi.  Please provide complete shuttle information on the reservation form, including arrival time at the Lakeside Inn.

You are asked not to make plane reservations leaving before the end of the assembly so that a full contingent of commissioners will be present for the entire meeting.

You will receive a voucher on Friday for your meals, hotel in route, mileage, plane fare, and the shuttle.  We will require receipts for all expenditures over $15.00, in order to process your reimbursement.
Other than the actual Synod meeting itself, per diem for meals and lodging are as follows:  Breakfast, $10.00; Lunch, $15.00; Dinner, $20.00, hotel in route is $60.00, which includes tax and tip.  During the meeting, you are required to eat at the conference center. Mileage is paid at .255 cents per mile and/or coach air fare.
The Synod has started collecting an offering during worship service which is then forwarded to the PC (USA).   Coordinating Council had designated this offering to provide aid to the Japan earthquake and tsunami, project #DR000117
